INSTALLATION:





The installation of the  original DC-4 sounds for FS98 is very easy.





Extract  file  DC4SOUND.zip  into the  SOUND subdirectory of the airplane of your choice (example:  FS98\Aircraft\DC4Swissair\Sound),





then move the file  DC4Wind.wav from this folder into the Sound folder of FS98  (FS98\Sound).





The existing file sound.cfg will be replaced during installation.





There are two  kinds of sound configurations: 





--->  sound.cfg  for a normal sound system (all sound from front)  and





--->  sound-Dolby.cfg  if you have a Dolby surround stereo system 	(engine sound from the side, wind noise from front).





If you like to try the second,  just rename it to  sound.cfg  and find out which one sounds better on your system)
